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Developing Cloud Apps

It seems like the Internet has taken over the
Information Technology world. We hear that everything
is available on the ‘Net, and sometimes it is, but how did
those Apps get there, and is it something we should be
doing?

Our June program is about developing cloud
apps, and our speaker is Jason Moore. Jason is founder
and President of HealthDataSource, which provides
healthcare market intelligence via cloud services helping
organizations make better strategic decisions around
healthcare.

Jason will tell us how he got started in cloud
services and how he evaluated which apps to develop
and market. He will also discuss the differences in devel-
oping cloud services versus developing IT projects in a
company environment. These differences include such
things as software languages, testing, and security tech-
niques. Jason will outline successful and other apps he
and his organization have developed.

Jason co-founded bigWebApps based in At-
lanta, GA, in 2001. For over 10 years, he led product
development, sales and client retention through a SaaS
model. bigWebApps was organically grown from incep-
tion and now boasts clients in 42 of the 50 states and 13
countries around the world. Jason designed support

processes and

implementation strategies that are currently being used across
multiple industries which include K-12 education, higher educa-
tion, IT Consultant Services, Manufacturing, and financial ser-
vices. Prior to founding bigWebApps, Jason worked in customer
relations at Gibbs Die Casting where he served clients such as
Ford, General Motors, Toyota, Delphi Automotive, and Harley
Davidson.

An active member in the Nashville community, Jason has
served as a council member of ACC-SEC Leadership Council of
Nashville, a committee member of Nashville BarCamp and Pod-
Camp, founding director of Nashville Startup Weekend, founding
member and advisory board member of the

Catholic Business League, and former officer

of St. Henry’s Church Men’s Club. Jason is co
| -founder of Friends4Cures, a non-profit whose
focus was on raising funds for testicular can-

cer research at the cancer research center at

' Indiana University. He is also currently build-

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President’s Message

Last month we had an entertaining talk by Mike
Hader of Odom’s Tennessee Pride. One does not
automatically equate technology with the manu-
facture of sausage meat, especially not in Tennes-
see. However Odom’s have widespread and ma-
ture EDI relationships with a number of their busi-
ness partners. Odom’s have a presence in Tennes-
see and Arkansas but thelr reach is nationwide throughout many major retailers such as
WalMart and Kroger. The large retailers impose certain technologies on suppliers such as
RFID. However the retailers are reducing their RFID requirements of late, highly dense prod-
ucts such as sausage meat are not ideally suited to this technology. Odum’s manufacture
700 distinct products, their plant at Dickson produces over 1 Million sausage patties per day
and with that volume one isn’t surprised to hear their plants are very automated.

Mike talked about some of the most important factors that make for a successful technology solutions at any
company, not just Odom’s.

First and foremost Executive buy-in and commitment is crucial.

Keeping an eye on the constant changes/advances in IT technology is important to ensure the best solutions
are always considered.

Training of technical staff is crucial for both the company and the IT staff to ensure the investment in technol-
ogy is maximized and to help retain IT staff.

Mike shared some interesting trends affecting the food industry. Many of us are aware of green initiatives to save
fuel costs and most of the gasoline we use nowadays has ethanol added to it. This has created a pricing anomaly
for food manufacturers since corn and its by products such as corn syrup are used in 60% of packaged food prod-
ucts. The price of corn has increased tremendously over recent years and therefore the cost of food has risen with
it. So its corn prices that are the reason for our growing grocery bills, not the price of gasoline/transportation as
many of us may have surmised.

Mike has been in the It field for over 41 years and was able to share many stories from yesteryear during his ten-
ure at Burroghs, ADP and Xerox. Mike joined Odom’s in 2001 when he and his wife decided to get away from the
southern California scene and settle here in Middle Tennessee.

Our next meeting is on the subject of Cloud Application Development, so be sure to mark your calendar for this
one. | imagine we will have strong attendance for this very interesting and topical subject. Isn’t just everyone talk-
ing about the cloud?
