Contest Eligibility and Guidelines

The following rules and guidelines apply to all Contests. 
1. Students may not bring laptop computers or external storage devices into the High-Tech Institute facilities. 

2. Students competing in a contest must be currently enrolled in courses at a two or four-year post secondary institution.  Students who have already graduated from college with a related Bachelor's or Masters degree (CIS, MIS, IS, CS) may not compete.  We also request that IS/IT professionals not compete.  

  

3. Team Size: 1or 2 individual(s) 
  

4. All contest fees are included in your individual attendee registration fees.  Contest team registrations will be finalized at the time of onsite conference registration.

  

5. Teams will have approximately 3 hours to complete their assigned contest problem or problems. This time includes briefing, problem statement review, Q&A, and the contest.  
  

6. A team may not consult with nor communicate with anyone outside the team during the contest. This includes, but is not limited to the use of Instant Messaging, e-mail, or other electronic forms of communication. Only teams and authorized conference officials will be allowed in the contest labs during the competition.  

  

7. Legitimate special physical needs have to be communicated to the host site, High Tech Institute, 615-232-3757, by January 15, 2007.
  

8. Proctors will give a 15-20 minute warning before the end of the contest. Any final printing or other work must be finished by teams before the announced ending time. When the contest ending time is reached all teams must stop and turn in materials to the room proctor.
  

9. The team's solution and other materials may only be identified by the team member’s registration number assigned to the individuals at registration.  Teams must not include any team member’s names or the name of the college/university the team represents anywhere in the materials or solution turned in to the proctor.  

10. Any violations of the rules or guidelines will result in the offending team being disqualified. Such disqualification will be determined by the room proctors or contest officials.


11. In the event of a tie, a time stamp may be used to break the tie. Please note that all judges’ decisions are final.
  

12. AITP reserves the right to make conference and contest changes without prior notice.
